OUTSOURCING AND FREELANCING

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Outsourcing:

Outsourcing (also sometimes referred to as ‘contracting out’) is a
business practice used by companies to reduce costs or improve
efficiency by shifting tasks, operations, jobs or processes to an
external contracted third party for a significant period of time. The
functions that are contracted out can be performed by the third party
either onsite or offsite of the business.

Many popular world renowned companies are looking for freelancers
in Bangladesh for their outsourcing purposes and tasks. Since,
Bangladesh is a populous, developing third-world country. We have
less work within the country and less wage demand. This attracts the
foreign companies to hire Bangladeshis for their verities of works at
lower wages compared to that in their own countries. Internet made it
easy for both parties at each end of the outsourcing task. In this way,
a large pool of integrated workers and jobs had been created from all
over the country with the advent of Internet.

Current Bangladesh Government also increased the access of
treclancing jobs by tenfold. Thev also made Internct bandwidth
cheaper and widely available. General public are being encouraged to
Join in this campaign of IT outsourcing. This is a part of the Vision
2020 of the Honorable Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina. Estimated 5
lacs freelancers already earned 500 crores taka this year, Bangladesh
government is taking initiatives to introduce 10 lakh people with
freelancing by 2020, who will be eamning even more around 5100
million.

I'T Outsourcing:

IT outsourcing is the use of external service providers to effectively
deliver IT-enabled business process, application services and
infrastructure solutions for business outcomes.

Outsourcing, which also includes utility services, software as a
service and cloud-enabled outsourcing, helps clients to develop the
right sourcing strategies and vision. select the right I'T service
providers. structure the best possible contracts, and govern deals for
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sustainable win-win relationships with external providers.

These days, hundreds, if not thousands, of companies use
outsourcing, to some degree, much of it involving the technology
sector. IT outsourcing involves sub-contracting or “farming out”
certain information technology functions to independent, third-party
companies or individuals, instead of keeping those functions
in-house.

Another term often used to describe overseas hired help is “virtual’,
and the worker a ‘virtual worker’, That is where the Bangladeshi
talented workers are ready to work at economic payment range.

The most of these websites are still foreign, Online transactions may
get routed through several accounts. Therefore. Bangladesh
government even brought and allowed several websites to be
accessed directly in Bangladesh, make local bank transactions and
widely campaigning about them.

Freelancing:

A freelancer is a self-emploved person offering services. usually to
businesses and often to multiple clients at a time. The type of work
freelancers do vary. Nearly every type of business servicescould use a
freelancer. including (but not limited to) marketing - such as social
media marketingand publicity, copywriting, writing - such as articles
and blog posts, technical support - such as web designing and

company software making, creative works - such as graphic design
and financial support - such as bookkeeping.

Freelancing is so flexible: you can set your own hours. You can work
full-time or part-time on the projects of your choice. while clients can
offer specifications to the work. A freelancer works similar to an
independent contractor, in which he is free to control how the work 1s
completed. Further, freelancing allows wou to set vour own price.
which is often higher than what vou would make as an average
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employee doing the same work. As soon as the work is done, 50 is the
contract and work-relationship. This is an important distinction for
tax purposes, because the NBR (National Board of Revenue) views
employees and independent contractors differently. Freelancers are
even more encouraged in Bangladesh and the bar for income-tax
return amountis always the lowest for them.

For most freelancers, this is their comfort
motto. The perks are boundless and can be adapted upon vour own. So
why wait?

* Get started quickly. today cven. As long as you already
know the skill you plan to offer, getting started is simply a
matter of finding your first client,

= Easy to start. You can start right now, using your network find
a client. While vou will want to build a Linkedln profile
and/or a website, you can network within your current career
and friend networks to find your first client.

= Affordable. Odds are if you have the ability to provide the
service, you also have whatever equipment or software you
need to deliver it. Eventually yvou'll want to invest in business
building tools, such as a website, but using LinkedIn (which is
free) is a great online resume that can help you promote vour
service.

= High demand for help. While the marketplace of freelancers
is competitive, the need for quality, reliable freelancers is
growing. Many businesses don't have employees and instead
have a team of freelancers.

= Choose your own schedule. Work when and where you want.

= Pick and choose clients, While in the beginning you may take
any client that will hire yvou. As vou grow. you can choose not
to take on difficult clients. You can even fire them.

* Do the work the way vou see fit. While vou need to deliver
what the client asks, how the work is done is up to you.

Every client will look for ways to save
their money. Many would knock a new freelancer for lower cost
works. Take them! Take them all! Your resume will grow by numbers
of works you have done.

Then. as you keep getting steady flow of clients. start picking the
clients willing to pay for quality and worth for your valuable time and
talent.

Use
your network to help you connect with potential clients. Consider
using freelance sites that are just listed at the *Where to Get
Outsourcing Jobs as a Freelancer® of this article. While they may
pay less than vou want, it can be a great way to get experience, at
said, there are pros and cons. and success comes from those who
plan their business and deliver high quality work.

True Success Stories of Life:

Quazi Tahmid Tasnim is a voung freelancer who rapidly made his
name virtually in multiple outsourcing websites. Though, his father is
a simple government employee, he is a talented student currently
studying Engineering in a private university, Quazi had been paying all
his semester fees. bearing his costs and also contributing a hefiy
amount tor his family. Because of his financial support, his young-
er-sister could continue her study as well. After 2 years as a freelancer,
Cuazi earns near 30 thousand taka per month. He specializes in writ-
ing. translating, consulting and proofing. But Quazi had to work hard
day and night, to come to this point. He asked everyone he could find
and researched a lot about freelancing online.

There are even stories of Rickshaw-pullers who now earn 20-30 thou-
sand taka per month, after being introduced to freelancing. One day, a
rickshaw-puller was complaining about his tiresome work and his little
pay in rickshaw-pulling. Little that he knew, his passenger was a tree-
lancer. Reaching at his destination, the freelancer asked the rick-
shaw-puller if he could show him his works in Banani office. After a few
weeks of training there. the rickshaw-puller joined as partner at that
freelancing hub. Now that rickshaw-puller carns in a more reputable
way and ensured better future for his family.

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CHINESE AS A

FOREIGN LANGUAGE

Introduction:

Learning a second language or any foreign language will always be a
valuable investment of time and effort. Language learning automati-
cally stimulates the mind, helps to gain multi-tasking skills and can
even boost intelligence. Besides having intellectual benefits, learning
a new language can also be a gateway into a new culture and it allows
for a better understanding of certain peoples and their customs. Learn-
ing a language benefits individual, families, communities and a nation.
With that being said, not all languages may be directly beneficial to an
individual. It is important to choose to study such a language that will
remain relevant and useful in the coming years. Mandarin Chinese is
one of such languages. In the last two decades China’s economy has
surged forth, causing it to become one of the leading world powers.
China’s explosive economic growth had elevated the learning of Man-
darin Chinese as a coveted language skill. The established organiza-
tions or the organizations looking for Business opportunities not only
in China. but also in neighboring countries such as Singapore. Malay-
sia, Thailand. Indonesia Brunei, Philippines and Mongolia etc. are now
striving to educate their employees in Mandarin Chinese. China itself
has already been making strides to become more global, expanding
overseas and gradually welcoming foreign companies into their eco-
nomic landscape.

Facts on China and Chinese Language:

1. China has one of the world’s oldest and richest continuous history
and culture of 5000 vears.

2. China is the most populous nation in the world with 1.38 billion
people.

3. More people speak in Mandarin Chinese than they do in English and
the number of people in the world learning Chinese is in the increase.
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4. Mandarin Chinese is the most widely spoken language in the world.
One fifth of the population of the planet speaks Chinese and one’s is
the mother tongue of over 900 million people, makes it the most
widely spoken first language in the world.

5. In addition to the People’s Republic of China and Taiwan, Manda-
rin Chinese is also spoken in the important and intluential Chinese
communities of Indonesia, Thailand. Malaysia. Singapore, Brunei, the
Philippines and Mongolia.

6. China is the second largest economy in the world.
7. China is one of the largest trading partners of Bangladesh.

8. China is one of the major development partners of the Government
of the People’s Republic of Bangladesh,

9. Many Chinese companies do business in Bangladesh and many
Bangladeshi companies are also doing business with China.

Things to Consider:

The study of the Chinese language opens the way of different import-
ant fields such as Chinese politics, economy, history and archacology.
But to study Chinese finally means to study a culture and people. The
heart of Chinese civilization is its rich heritage of novels, short stories,
poetry, drama, and more recently, film. They reflect the values, the
struggles. the sensibility. the joys and the sorrows of the great people
and often offer insights even into the most intimate feelings of people
in the past or into high-level Beijing politics at the present that cannot
be found anywhere else. These works help vou to understand what is
behind the language, what makes it powerful, and how it actually
functions in Chinese society. To be at ease and effective in Chinese
environment leaming the language is half of the battle, but knowing
about the culture behind the language is the other.

Some Surprising Facts:

Chinese has relatively an uncomplicated grammar., Unlike French,
German or English, Chinese has no verb conjugation (no need to
memorize verb tenses!) and no noun declension (e.g.. gender and
number distinctions). For example, while someone learning English
has to learn different verb forms like “see/saw/seen,” all vou need to
do in Chinese is just to remember one word: kan. While in English vou
have to distinguish between “cat™ and “cats.” in Chinese there is only
one form: mao. (Chinese conveys these distinctions of tense and




number in other wayvs. of course.)

The basic word order of Chinese is subject — wverb — object, exactly
as in English. A large number of the key terms of Mandarin Chinese
{such as the terms for state, health, science, party, inflation. and even
literature) have been formed as translations of English concepts. You
are entering to a different culture, but the content of many of the
modern key concepts is familiar.

Remember These Two Facts:

1. Currently Mandarin Chinese is spoken by over 1 billion people
around the world, about one fifth of the global population:

2. Each year more and more students around the world whose mother
tongue is not Mandarin are studying it with enthusiasm and success. It
they all can learn it, so can you!

The study of Chinese literature and culture will help you te bridge the
cultural gap, better understand yvour Chinese counterparts, and create a
platform of knowledge and understanding with them that is crucial for
effective communication.

Chinese is Important for Your Career:

1. International businesses prefer to hire people who speak more than
one language. China has become a huge market, and business leaders
are looking for people who can speak Chinese and operate successfully
in a Chinese cultural context.

2. Knowing Chinesec may give yvou an cdge when competing for an
important position.

Brief History of Learning Chinese as a Foreign Language:

The teaching of Chinese as a foreign language in the People's Republic
of China started in 1950 at Tsinghua University, initially by students
from Eastern Europe. Starting with Bulgaria in 1952, China also
dispatched Chinese teachers abroad, and by the carly 1960s had sent
teachers as far as to Congo, Cambodia, Yemen and France. In 1962,
with the approval of the State Council. the Higher Preparatory School
for Foreign Students was set up, later upgraded and renamed to the
Beijing Language and Culture University. The programs were disrupt-
ed for several years during the Cultural Revolution.

According to the Chinese Ministry of Education, there are 330 institu-
tions teaching Mandarin Chinese as a foreign language. receiving
about 40,000 foreign students. In addition, there are almost 5,000 Chi-
nese language teachers. Since 1992 the State Education Commission
has managed a Chinese language proficiency exam program. HSK
{Hanyu Shuiping Kaoshi) which tests have been taken around 100 mil-
lion times (including by domestic ethnic minority candidates).

Confucios Institute:

Confucins Institute is named after the noted Chinese philosopher Con-
fucius (551-479 B ). Outside of China, Confucius is generally a
recognizable symbol of Chinese culture. Confucius Institute {Chinese:
Kongzi Xueyuan) is a non-profit public educational organization affili-
ated with the Ministry of Education of the People's Republic of China,
whose aim is to promote Chinese language and culture, support local
Chinese teaching internationally, and facilitate cultural exchanges.

The Confucius Institute program began in 2004 and is overseen by
Hanban (officially the Office of Chinese Language Council Interna-
tional). The institutes are being operated in co-operation with local
affiliated colleges and universities around the world and the financing
is shared between Hanban and the host institutions. The related Con-
fucius Classroom program partners with local secondary schools or
school districts to provide teachers and instructional materials.




China has compared Confucius Institutes to language and culture pro-
motion organizations such as Portugal's Instituto Camoes, Britain's
British Council, France's Alliance Francaise, ltaly's Socicta Dante
Alighieri. Spain's Instituto Cervantes and Germany's Goethe-Institute.
However, unlike these organizations. many Confucius Institutes are
being operated directly at university campuses.

The first Confucius Institute was opened on 21 November 2004 in
Seoul, South Korea. after establishing a pilot institute 1n Tashkent,
Uzbekistan in June 2004, Hundreds more have been opened since in
dozens of countries around the world, with the highest concentration of
Institutes in the United States, Japan, and South Korea. In April 2007,
the first research-based Confucius Institute was opened in Waseda
Liniversity in Japan. In partnership with Peking University, the pro-
gram promotes rescarch activities of graduate students studying Chi-
nese. As of 2014, there were over 480 Confucius Institutes in dozens of
countries in six continents. The Mimstry of Education of China esti-
mates that 100 million people overseas have learned Chinese till 2015
and the program i1s expanding rapidly in order to keep up. Hanban aims
to establish 1.000 Confucius Institutes by 2020,

Learning Chinese Language in Bangladesh:

It has been learned that the learning of Chinese in elementary level was
started in the Institute of Modern Language (IML). Dhaka University
in late seventies. Since then short courses of different levels up to
diploma were used to be arranged in IML. After having experience of
teaching Chinese in different levels IML has started 04 vears graduate
course for Chinese Language and Culture from 2016-17 academic vear
side by side with regular short courses.

The Contucius Institute of China has started Confucius class room
Chinese teaching with a Private University few years back, In June
2016 Bangladesh Confucius Institute was inaugurated in the Universi-
ty of Dhaka with the commencement of Chinese Language teaching in
cooperation with Confucius Institute, China. Some Public and Private
Universities including Prime University have already started teaching
Basic Chinese to their interested students as well as for professionals
in their Language School/Institute.

Some China educated professionals having degrees in Chinese Lan-
guage from China have been running Chinese Language Teaching
Centers in Bangladesh.
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Conclusion:

Bangladesh and China have been enjoying very friendly relation since
the establishment of formal diplomatic relation. The economic rela-
tions between these two countries are very cordial and business coop-
eration is being increased day by day. Again depending on the geo-
graphical location of these two countries a huge cooperation is seen in
many fields. Many Chinese companies and professionals are working
in Bangladesh in different sectors. Bangladeshi professionals having
working knowledge and skilled in Chinese Language will definitely
add a good qualification to do business or to get a job with handsome
salary in Chinese and Bangladeshi companies/organizations.

Rakib is the youngest son of the late journalist Mr. Talukdar. He went
abroad five years ago for his higher education before about a year and
a half of his father's death, He is returning home from oversees at half
past ten on the following Friday of April 1991 after having the com-
pletion of his foreign degree successfully. During his stay abroad, he
meets one of his collegiate friends, Lithu. Lithu was a very bright
student who also got scholarship and went to the same country. Rakib
was more meritorious than Lithu because Rakib always got the highest
position whereas Lithu rank would second in different competitive
examinations in their university, college and school life only for the
variation of one or two marks. They were very much happy to get
themselves together again in that foreign land. Anyway, now they
fortunately joined the same university as faculty members. They are
very much lucky for getting such opportunity to share a room that they
did not imagine. They started teaching being determined that who
would be the best in the service the same they had before. During their
stay in that foreign state, they recollected their sweetl retrospection
about their mice small villages where they were brought up. Very ofien
in their leisure they discussed their childhood. boyhood. adolescent
and youth they passed in the village of Konabari College Para in the
district of Sirajgong. The village is well decorated with natural land-
scape and panorama. Different classes’ of people live in that village.
The wvillage looks in festive mood in all the occasions despite a lot of
pains and sufferings. Rakib narrates, "We had been involved in differ-
ent festivals in the village and enjoyed too much better than that of our
urban life". In my boyhood Lithu adds, "I along with my friends used
to make the Banana trees’ raft and roaming here and there and some-
times we participated in Banana raft race during the whole floods in
the Rainy season. That was a continuous process as the flood visited
every vear in the village. We also enjoved catching fishes by nets and
hooks. Little children were used to play with their handmade earthen
dolls. They cooked rice by soil, dall was made with muddy water and
curmies by bushes. Sometimes they picked up quarreled and got sepa-
rated from each other promising that they would never play together.
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But the very next day they would come to meet again and start playing
with their toys and other playthings. Rakib continues., “"Sometimes
they made dolls wife and husband and exiled them in their paper made
boats and pretended for a while with crying and weeping. That day
they did not make any guarrel for the lamentation of the immersed
dolls and returmed their respective homes with agony and sadness.
Lithu remembers.” I did recollect my pleasant memories of the yvouth
through the traditional and cultural games and sports those were often
taken places in my village. He illustrates, we played Gollahchute,
Kanamachy, Dangly, Botchy, Hide and Seek. Dariabandh. Guilty,
Kuthduth, Cabady. Tops, Marvel and Ha-do-do. What a funny we got
playing those. We enjoved different kinds of traditional songs those
often took place in my village. Likely; Folk Songs, Palagaan, Jarigaan,
Sarigaan, Vawolgaan, Marphotigaan, Mourshedygaan, Vhulargaan,
Bicchadargaan. Nochimongaan and so on. Those songs were very
much related to the reality of life and nature. Yes, indeed Rakib adds,
sometimes some bad people would make noisy and outlined their
plans and engaged in functionning ill activities in our village but the
arbiters of the village would settle them thorough justice. Do you
remember? Asks Lithu. once in moonlit night we went away taking a
big boat with the musical instruments and enjoved 1o the late night
singing, clapping. dancing and piping having with a mike. That was
the most tragic event in my life, replies Rakib in that very bright
moonlit night we, friends arranged a picnic during one of the occasions
of the flood. We took a boat and went to the harvest ground. Tt seemed
to me that we would never die because of our having enormous merri-
ments from that event. The cold, comfortable wind of October from
the South East in 1980 was blowing. The water was laughing ., glitter-
ing and shining. Afier having taken our meals we started our recre-
ation. Among us there were skilled piper, a pianoman, a harmonium
operator and dammars and we all were singers and dancers. Evervone
had to perform level best. The moon was laughing and water was busy
making weaves to sce our extraordinary performances. Everybody was
tired. It was declared that after having ten minutes rest everyone must
deliver at least a joke or story. If anyone denied, he would have thrown
into the deep water on that mid-night from the boat. By those ten min-
utes every body finished their personal work. The soft winds continued
blowing. The weaves were playing. The moon was laughing to see our
noisy activaties. The sounds of farting and urination were hearkened.
The nature started to decorate itself anew. It was about two and half
AM. evervone told their levels best jokes and stories. [ also performed
and got big handed | remembered, Lithu laughed. It was an old man



who held position first whom we did not want to take with us. He was
a man of peculiar character. Most of the times that old man liked to
spend his time with the spinsters. He was a very popular man in our
village. All most in all the festivities his presence was a must because
I saw him attending every romantic functions. | saw him enjoying the
theatre in the pinching cold of the winter. "There was a family along
with other families and passengers in the ship moving towards Europe
for their respective purposes.
