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Higher Education Quality
e Assurance: Role of IQAC -
Perspective Prime University

Abstract - Institutional Quality Assurance Cell {IQAC) is an essential part of a
university to ensure the quality of learning and training programs in higher education.
In order to maintain the quality of higher education, it was first adopted in 1900 in the
United States of America. As a second country, Japan adopted this method in 1946.
Then other countries of the world started following this process. The Ministry of
Education of Bangladesh constitutes the Quality Assurance Unit (QAU) under the
Higher Education Quality Enhancement Project (HEQEP), University Grants Commission
of Bangladesh in 2014 [1]. With the financial support of the World Bank and a private
US lending company 1First Cash Advance Financial Help, IQAC has been set up in
different public and private universities. Presently the government has patronized
the establishment of this cell to upgrade the academic activities of this university.
IQAC creates a momentum of quality consciousness amongst Higher Educational
Institutions for continuous improvement. However, lasting improvements in standards
cannot come about only by external accreditation, once in five years. Therefore, an
internal mechanism for sustenance, assurance, and enhancement of the quality
culture of education imparted by them becomes essential [2]. Many Higher Educational
Institutions already have established the Institutional Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) as a
post accreditation guality sustenance activity, Recognizing the importance of such an
institutional internal quality system, the UGC has decided to direct all universities to
establish IQAC. It has decided to provide all sorts of support in aiding the establishing of
IQAC.

l. Introduction

In pursuance of the IQACs action plan for performance evaluation, assessment and
accreditation, and quality up-gradation of higher education institutions, our
national assessment and accreditation council proposes that every accredited
institution will establish an Institutional Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) as a
post-accreditation quality measure. Since quality enhancement is a continuous
process, the IQAC will become a part of the institution's system and realize quality
enhancement and sustenance goals.
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The prime task of the IQAC is to develop a system for conscious, consistent and
catalytic improvement in the overall performance of institutions. For this, during
the post accreditation period, it will channel all efforts and measures towards
promoting its holistic academic excellence. The work of the IQAC is the first step
towards the internalization and institutionalization of quality enhancement initiatives.
Its success depends upon the sense of belongingness and participation it can inculcate
in all the institution's constituents [3]. It will not be yet another hierarchical structure
or a record-keeping exercise in the institution. It will be a facilitative and participative
voluntary system/ unit/organ of the institution. It can become a vehicle for ushering in
guality enhancement by working out planned interventionist strategies to remove
deficiencies and enhance quality like the "Quality Circles" in industries,

Il. Objective
The primary objective of IQAC is:

* To develop a system for conscious, consistent and catalytic action to improve the
academic and administrative performance of the institution,

* To promote measures for institutional functioning towards guality enhancement
through internalization of quality culture and institutionalization of best practices.

lll. Functions
Some af the functions of the IQAC are:

a) Development and application of quality benchmarks/parameters for various
academic and administrative activities.

b) Facilitating the creation of a learner-centric environment conducive to quality
education and faculty maturation to adopt the required knowledge and technology
for participatory teaching and learning process.

c) Arrangement for feedback response from students, parents and other stakeholders
on quality-related institutional processes.

d) Dissemination of information on various quality parameters of higher education.

e} Organization of inter and intra institutional workshops, seminars on quality
related themes and promotion of quality circles.

f} Documentation of the various programmes/ activiies leading to quality
improvement.
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g) Acting as a nodal agency of the institution for coordinating quality-related activities,
including adoption and dissemination of best practices.

h) Development and maintenance of an institutional database to maintain/enhancing
the institutional quality.
i} Development of Quality Culture in the institution.

j) Preparation and submission of the Annual Quality Assurance Report (AQAR) as
per guidelines and parameters of the national accreditation council.

IV. Benefits

IQAC will facilitate / contribute:

a) Ensure a heightened level of clarity and focus in institutional functioning
towards quality enhancement.

b} Ensure internalization of the quality culture.

b) Ensure enhancement and coordination among various activities of the institution
and institutionalize all good practices.

c) Provide a sound basis for decision-making to improve institutional functioning.

d) Act as a dynamic system for quality change in Higher Education Institutions
(HEI).

e) Build an organized methodology of documentation and internal communication.
V. Composition of the IQAC

IQAC may be constituted in every institution under the Chairmanship of the Head of the
institution with heads of necessary academic and administrative units, a few teachers
and a few distinguished educationists, and representatives of local management and
stakeholders [6].

The composition of the IGAC may be as follows:

a. Chairperson: Head of the Institution.

b. A few senior administrative officers.

c. Three to eight teachers.

d. One member from the management.

e. One/two nominees from local society, Students and Alumni.

f. One/two nominees from Employers /Industrialists/stakeholders.

g. One of the senior teachers as the coordinator/Director of the IQAC,
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V1. IQAC in Prime University

Recently, the government of Bangladesh (GOB) has taken initiatives to enhance the
guality of education at the tertiary level and developed a Higher Education Strategic
Plan 2006-2026 aiming to establish a quality assurance culture in the higher education
institutions. Accordingly, a new project named Higher Education Quality Enhancement
Project (HEQEP) was undertaken jointly by the GOB and the World Bank through the
University Grants Commission of Bangladesh, Under this project, Bangladesh
Accreditation Council (BAC) was instructed to establish Quality Assurance Cells
(IQAC) in 69 universities of Bangladesh; by the end of 2018, will be established to
develop functional, practical and transparent systems to ensure guality in teaching,
learning and research [5,7]. Prime University (PU) took the pioneering initiative to
establish an IQAC under the guidance of the Bangladesh Accreditation Council
{BAC). IQAC started its official journey at Prime University late in 2019.

VIl. Recent initiatives in PU

To start with, Prime University has recently undertaken the following steps to convert
the conventional system into 1QAC based system:

Improving the quality of human resources by recruiting skilled and knowledgeable
human resources, training, workshops.

Increasing the global mobility of skilled human resources through higher education,
research other academic activities.

It enabled the fastest absorption of new information and efficient implementation
through qualified faculty development, club activities, joint research, and up-to-date
curricula modification.

Abolishing social and institutional obstacles to economic growth by strict adherence
and respect to socio-economic guidance, local and institutional laws.

Encouraging entrepreneurship by imparting different management skills.
VIIl. IQAC inception to operation

The chronological steps of IQAC to be fully functional, following are being undertaken
in Prime University:

Physical setup - Employment of competent director and supporting staff; Employment
of Director, deputy director, office setup and office staff were done late in 2019,
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Additional staff like the Office Manager, the Accountant, the IT Personnel and the
Member of Lower Subordinate Staff (MLSS) is recruitment.

QA and Self-Assessment Committee: Creating awareness regarding campus-wide
awareness regarding QA and the IQAC, formation of self-assessment committees
(SACs) involving all the degree awarding dept is progress. Meanwhile, the IQAC
organized several pieces of training for the SACs to give a complete understanding of
the SA process and the motivation to start working at their respective departments.

Faculty Training: Initiation of faculty and staff training as proposed in the 1QAC
proposal. IQAC also started training for faculty members on teaching and learning
and curriculum development.

Departmental Initiative; It was observed that several departments took the initiative
enthusiastically and arranged programs related to research and development,
curriculum, student progress and evaluation, and bridging the gap between
academia and industry.

IX. Challenges

A few challenges that have been identified from the experience of establishment
of the IQAC at Prime University are listed below:

Dual role of faculties: The dual role of knowledge creator and service provider at
the same time by the faculty is not easy to maintain, especially by upholding the
guality of education and educational service.

Multiple stakeholders: The involvement of stakeholders of different age groups
with different levels of motivation and interest and a diverse range of expectations
poses a severe challenge in establishing a quality framework at a university.

Lack of motivation: Due to socio-political reasons, there is a lack of motivation
among educators. In most universities, there is no reward or recognition for good
initiatives, and there is no penalty for wrongdoing either. Generally, the educators
are not very keen on going the extra mile or doing something out of the box for the
institution's students [4].

Absence of a role model: The university management does not have a role model
or example at the national level that can help it understand the role of the IQAC
and operational and maintenance processes. Thus, management sometimes
doubts the success of such a formal institutional entity.
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Long term role of the IQAC: The university management and the educators are not
entirely sure about the continuity of the IQAC and the long term role of the IQAC
in ensuring the guality of education.

Lack of competent human resources: A severe shortage of talented and experienced
human resources to run an IQAC. As the QA is a relatively new approach, faculty
members and staff do not have a clear understanding of the role of the IQAC in the
long term,

Abundance of data and bureaucracy: There is a concern that a formalized IQAC will
generate abundantly (but not fully utilized) data and processes, which will further
increase bureaucracy at the operational level. It is essential to understand how the
above challenges impact establishing a quality culture in higher education.

X. Mitigation of the Challenges

Following critical factors are proposed to mitigate the challenges as necessary for
establishing an effective IQAC:

a. Engaging stakeholders in planning and implementation

b. Creating awareness about QA among all stakeholders

c. Following a systematic and time-bound approach

d. Keeping the upper management in the planning and implementation phases
e. Decentralization of activities at department levels

f. Encourage taking ownership of QA activities at department levels

g. Recruitment of competent staff for the 1QAC.

h. Learning by doing

i. Financial incentives

Xl. Discussion and Conclusion

Quality assurance is a by-product of ongoing efforts to define an institution's
objectives, have a work plan to achieve them, and specify the checks and balances
to evaluate the degree to which each of the tasks is fulfilled. Hence, devotion and
commitment to improvement rather than mere institutional control are the basis
for devising procedures and instruments to ensure quality. The right balance
between the health and growth of an institution needs to be struck. The IQAC has
to ensure that whatever is done in the institution for "education” is done efficiently
and effectively with high standards. In order to do this, the 1QAC will have first to
establish procedures and modalities to collect data and information on various
aspects of institutional functioning [7].
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The coordinator of the IQAC and the secretary will have a significant role in implementing
these functions. The IQAC may derive significant support from the already existing units
and mechanisms that contribute to the functions mentioned above. The operational
features and functions discussed are broad-based to facilitate academic excellence, and
institutions may adapt them to their specific needs,
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Bangabandhu in the Views of the World

Many have mentioned that Bangabandhu was the leader of Bangladesh and an
essential leader of South Asia, Some have admired Bangabandhu's prudential
leadership, his tenacious personality spellbinds some, and some are astonished to
know about his naive lifestyle. Some have considered him as one of the most
discussed leaders across the world.

After the assassination of Bangabandhu, who paid their tribute to this great leader
were mostly international personalities like world political leaders, journalists,
social activists, etc. They gave their statements and commented on Bangabandhu
in different newspapers and published publications.

Addressing the Non-Aligned Movement Conference in Algeria in 1973, Bangabandhu
said, "Today's world is divided into two parts. One part is the exploiting class; another
is the exploited. After the speech Cuban President, Fidel Castro told Sheikh Mujibur
Rahman, "Be careful what you say today. A bullet started following you to kill from
today." Fidel Castro's words came true two years later.

To speak about Bangabandhu, Fidel Castro, the great revolutionary leader of Cuba,
said, "l have not seen the Himalayas, | have seen Bangabandhu. His personality
and fearlessness are like the Himalayas. That's how | saw the Himalayas through
him." He further said, "In the death of Sheikh Mujib, the exploited people of the
world lost one of their great leaders; | lost a friend of a genuinely big heart."

Former Indian Prime Minister Indira Gandhi said, "l am shocked by the news of
Sheikh Mujib's death. He was a great leader. His extraordinary general courage
was an inspiration to the people of Asia and Africa.”

When Mukti Fukura, a Japanese citizen, saw a Bengali, he would say, "Are you a
Bengali? But | have seen your victory in Bengali. | have seen Sheikh Mujib. You
know, a lion-hearted leader like Sheikh Mujib will not be born in Asia for a long
time."
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Former President of Iragi, Saddam Hussein, said, "Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur
Rahman is the first martyr in the struggle for socialism. That is why he is immortal."

Henry Kissinger said, "A strong and dynamic leader like Awami League leader
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman will not be found in Asia in the next 20 years."

The late Palestinian leader Yasser Arafat said, "Mujib's character was characterized
by uncompromising leadership and a tender heart.”

Egyptian President Anwar Sadat was so saddened by the news of Bangabandhu's
death that he lamented, "You killed my friend Mujib with the tank | gave you!" | am
cursing myself."

After receiving the news of Bangabandhu's assassination, the West German newspaper
said, "Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujib can be compared to Louis XIV. The people were so
popular with him that he could claim, like Louis, that | was the state,"

"Sheikh Mujib was a wonderful person,” the influential British daily The Guardian
noted.

The BBC reported that "His army killed Sheikh Mujib, but the Pakistanis were reluctant
to kill him."

The Financial Times noted, "Bangladesh would never have been born without
Mujib."

On the same day, the Daily Telegraph published from London said, "Millions of
people in Bangladesh will consider the heinous assassination of Sheikh Mujib as an
irreparable loss."

In his remarks, English MP lames Salmend said, "Bangladesh was not only
orphaned in the assassination of Bangabandhu, but the world has also lost a great
child.”

Mobel laureate Wilibant said, "After Mujib's assassination, Bengalis can no longer
be trusted. Those who killed Mujib can do anything heinous."

Bangabandhu was called "Poet of Politics” in the April 1971 issue of Newsweek
magazine.
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"Jesus is dead," Indian radio station Akashvani said in a news review on August 16,
1985. Now millions of people hold the cross and remember him. One day Mujib
will be like Jesus."

Opposing the liberation war of Bangladesh, Time Magazine mentioned in an issue on
April 5, 1972, "Sheikh Mujibur Rahman's tenure was the first and longest democratic
period in the first ten years of independent Bangladesh. After the assassination of
Sheikh Mujib, the hero of the freedom struggle and the first elected Prime Minister
on 15 August 1975, the democratic rule came to an abrupt end.”

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A Short Essay on Legal Education and Mooting

Introduction:

Law is the policy. It is a system of rules that a country or a nation recognizes it
obligatory for its citizens. It regulates and controls the behaviour of the citizens.
The imposition of penalty and punishment enforces the law. Different stakeholders
like Judges, Magistrates, Lawyers are directly and professionally concerned with the
law, Among them, the Lawyers get special recognition as they solve the day to day
problems. They are dedicated to ordinary people, families and people in business to
assist them in bringing relief. Lawyers assist the judges in making the perfect decision,
assisting ordinary people to uphold their different rights, and ensuring access to
justice for all.

A law student must attain some qualities and develop himself by theoretical and
practical knowledge of the law. Nevertheless, most of the law schools in Bangladesh
are not so designed in such a way so that law students can get practical knowledge
of the law. Moreover, some Law students, especially the students of private universities,
do not get theoretical knowledge, Most law students have no idea of what will have to
be done by them in the Courts practically after completing the program. Memorizing
some sections of various laws should not be the aim and job of a law student. They
must acquire efficient knowledge. It is stated that practice makes a man perfect. So,
proper legal education and the moot court can give a law student proper theoretical
and practical knowledge. In a Law school, a law student must get court oriented
knowledge and skill. In a teamwork, the students must be given a hypothetical case in
their hands, and they must research, frame arguments, prepare briefs, and appear
before ludges to argue the case. Thus the students will learn the law then read.
Mooting delivers feasible trends to learn the law. Mooting helps a student in
understanding the value of teamwaork also.
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Legal Education:

Legal education is the education of law that provides legal knowledge and skills
necessary for the legal profession. It also provides a greater breadth of knowledge
for academic and professional betterment. Legal education is a tool or a process to
understand the law and its practice. Legal education can take the form of a variety
of programs, including the following:

1. Primary program in law, Undergraduate or Graduate degree;
2. Advanced program in law, Postgraduate or Doctoral degree;

3. Applied or Specialized program in law, particular degree or certificate for a
special area.

Moot Court:

Moot Court is a co-curricular activity at many law schools or law institutions. A
moot court is like a real court where law students (participants) are made to
participate in the staged court proceedings related to a fictional dispute between
parties. Mostly moot courts are conducted in a law school where the students are
expected to pursue their career in law as lawyers, arbitrators and judges. Hence,
they are made to practice to be trained for the future and develop the reguired
skills.

For achieving the required skill and knowledge, the participants are to face different
stages of mooting. These are as follows:

1. Moot problem: The participants get a fact or dispute based on fiction in this
stage.

2. Written memorial: In this stage, participants make a set of pleadings on behalf of
all parties to the dispute. The parties are to prepare pleadings from the prosecution
side as well as the defence side.

3. Oral pleadings: In this stage, the participants are to present an argument. The
judges evaluate the body language and communication skills of the participants.

Importance of Legal Education and Mooting:

Legal education, as well as smoking, has several theoretical and practical importance.
These are discussed below,
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1. Legal education makes the student and the participants familiar with the legal
concept and legal institutions. Students also become equitant with making love or
settling disputes and regulating the legal profession structure of government and
court extra.

2. Legal education makes the participant understand the law in the context of
different social determinants.

3. Legal education and mooting enhance the level of confidence and communication
skills of the participants.

4, The participants, as well as teams of the mooting, learn professional tackling.

5. Actually, in moot court practice, required skill and legal knowledge are fully
boosted and enhanced.

6. Mooting is very helpful for those students who are looking forward to becoming
future lawyers.

Drawbacks and Prospects of Legal Education and Mooting:

Unfortunately, that criticism is sometimes made that our present education
system is not so practical enough to be generally helpful in solving day to day legal
problems.

It is also criticized that law schools do not create efficient graduates. Institution
fails to maintain standard and guality of legal education In Bangladesh comparing
with the different law schools of different countries. Especially in the case of
Professor Syed Ali Maki and others v Bangladesh and others, HCD, 2016) and
Bangladesh Bar Council and others v A.K.M. Fazlul Kamir and others, AD, 2017)
demarks institutional failure to ensure legal education. Stakeholders like Bangladesh
Bar Council, University Grant Commission and different law schools have individual
responsibility, but they are not committed. Bangladesh Bar Council legal education
and training institute is sometimes found inoperative. As a statuary body, Bangladesh
Bar Council should change its position and attitude. As it has authority over law
schools in Bangladesh, it can easily play a significant role in developing legal
education in law schools.

Moreover, Bangladesh Judicial Administration Training Institute (JATI) in recent
times is found sincere. It organizes different training programs for the newly
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appointed judges as well as for others. Empowerment through Law of the Common
People (ELCOP) is a committed institute for developing legal education performing
its responsibility so sincerely. Besides these, different law schools organize different
moot court competitions, but those are not satisfactory. Whatever hopefully, the
number of the organizer is increasing rapidly. In future, it is hoped that mooting will
get a stable platform in every law school.

Conclusion:

Only the proper implementation and interpretation of the law can bring justice to
society. Law professionals have a significant role in this respect. Formal gathering of
legal education, theoretical and practical, can make a graduate professional, and it can
also lead law professionals to bring an appropriate remedy for the remedy seeker. So,
there is no alternative to gathering proper theoretical and practical knowledge of the
law. The law professionals should be adequately trained up. In fine, the stakeholders
should understand and realize the contribution of law professionals to society and
take initiatives to enhance the guality and standard of legal education in our country,

Recently, Prime University has begun to concentrate on the university's internationalization
by establishing mutual collaboration with foreign universities to encourage international
students to enroll here to prepare graduates to work successfully worldwide and, through
this exposure, to develop the university's overall quality of education.

The authority took a step by sending a two-member team consisting of the university's
treasurer, Professor Dr. Mohammad Arshad Ali and an Assistant Registrar, Md. Salim
Uddin to two reputed universities of India— Centurion University, Odisha and Integral
University, Uttar Pradesh— for signing MoU with them.

During the tour, a meeting of exchange of views was held in the office of the
Vice-Chancellor of Centurion University at its Bhubaneswar campus with the delegates
of Prime University and the Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Supriya Pattanayak, Deans and some
senior teachers of the University on different aspects of these two universities.
Professor Dr. Mohammad Arshad Ali, the Treasurer, made a presentation on Prime
